The Himalayan States of Ladakh, Paldar Pange, Garja, Nyungti (Kullu), Spiti, Khunu
(Kinnaur), Arunachal Pradesh, Sikkim, Darjeeling, Kalimpong, North Bengal and Uttarakhand
are the most sacred places blessed by the presence of galaxies of Bodhisattvas, Hermit-Saints and
Great Yogis from the time immemorial and there is no doubt that it has its distinct religion, history,
culture and belief. But, with the passage of the time, place and environment, today the younger
generations have started giving lesser interest to preserve and conserve all our precious religion,
history and culture. Thus, feeling the need for developing the cultural heritage and tradition, the
entire Himalayan states of India right from Ladakh to Arunachal Pradesh came forward in order
to consolidate to develop, preserve, protect and to restore the Religion, History and Culture and
Language and its Literature in particular by forming “Himalayan Council of Nalanda Buddhist
Tradition (IHCNBT)” registered under the Societies Registration Act, 1860 in the year 2020 with
immense hardship and tirelessly effort.

Amarkosha (Treasury of Deathlessness), Chanakya’s — Niti Shastra (The Science of Politics &
Political Ethics) and the most popular and timeless Indian epic Ramayana were all translated and
is available in Himalayan Bhoti language. Moreover, the monastic education of the Himalayan
states has been doing their best to uphold such precious gems through studying, practicing and
realizing. However, till date there is no uniform Buddhist Education Curriculumn recognized by

the Government Education Board due to which the Buddhist Education in the monasteries for
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monks and their certificates are not valid for further studies. Therefore, it is very important to
develop an education curriculmn for Buddhist studies in monasteries to prosper for our monk’s
community/Sangha and considering their important need, the IHCNBT have taken up the task of
preparing proper Buddhist Education Curriculmn with modern education. The expert committee

on preparation of education syllabus have prepared the course consisting of:

1. Class I to VIII (8 Years; equivalent to 1 —8),
Purva Madhyama (2 Years; equivalent to IX & X)),
Uttar Madhyama (2 Years; equivalent to XI & XII),

Shastri (3 Years; equivalent to Graduations),

Acharya (2 Years; equivalent to Masters).
The following Subjects are to be taught in the entire monastic institutes of the Himalayan
region, concisely these are: Bhoti Language and Grammar, Logic Reasoning, Buddhist Philosophy,

Tantrayana, History, Science, Mathematics, Hindi, English and Social Science.
